 This past week when I was 
doing laundry at home, I had a real 

problem… I don’t mean to air my dirty 
laundry, but maybe your mom or dad has 

experienced this too… It is a problem of the 
LOST SOCK!! I find that sometimes my socks just 
walk away! Where do they go? 
    I find one, but not the other (pull out colorful 
sock) One of them seems to disappear! We put 
two matching socks into the laundry, but from the 
washer to the dryer to folding to putting in drawers, 
the socks become separated. One time, I found a 
sock stuck to the inside of my shirt! Another time, I 
found one that had worked itself down my pant leg! I 
really had to search for that one!
    But sometimes I just can’t find the other sock at 
all.  It’s just GONE!  I search a whole load of laundry, 
and I can’t find the matching sock. So, I end up 
throwing the one lone sock away since it no longer 
has a partner. Because many people do this, over 4 
BILLION pairs of socks are sold each year! 
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We are sometimes just like socks in the 
laundry.  We often get lost. Though God 

made us and we belong to Him, we 
sometimes get completely separated from 

Him. But He comes looking for us, and when 
he finds us, He binds us to Himself like this 

(fold a pair of socks, pulling them inside out, 
ready to go into the drawer)

    Socks belong together. We don’t wear 
one without the other. In fact, one sock, all 

by itself, isn’t much good for anything. All by 
ourselves without Jesus, we can’t do much 

either. When we are joined to Jesus, we can 
be like Him and bring happiness to everyone 

around us.  Jesus tells us in John 15:5  
“Without Me, you can do nothing.”  So let’s 
stay close to Jesus, and we will be able to 

do great things. With what He is capable of 
doing in us, He may just blow our socks off!
